Tradition Eleven

Tradition Eleven: Our public relations poli-
cy is based on attraction rather than pro-
motion; we need always maintain personal
anonymity at the level of press, radio, and
films.

Tradition Eleven has an important spiritual dimen-
sion. When AA members maintain their anonymity,
they are putting the principles of the program
ahead of their own egos. This can help them to de-
velop humility and to focus on the greater good.

Here are some specific examples of how Tradition
Eleven is applied in AA:

1 AA members do not identify themselves as AA
members in public interviews or appearances.

AA members do not allow their pictures or last
names to be used in AA publications or on the AA
website.

9 AA members do not endorse or promote any
specific products. services, or religious or political
affiliations.

AA members focus on sharing their experi-

ence, strength, and hope with other alcohol-

ics, rather than on promoting AA itself.

Tradition Eleven is an important part of what
makes AA work. It helps to protect the members of
the program, to ensure that the focus remains on
the principles of the program.

One of my service commitments as a recovering alco-
holic is teaching Sunday School at my church for mid-
dle-school students (about 7 - 12 years old). A family
came in late and dropped off their kids, one of which
was an autistic little boy. | was given a preparatory
warning that he was, "on the (autism) spectrum."
Throughout the hour or so of class, he kept asking me

up for all the kids after church. | told him he would
have to wait until after the class was over until all the
kids could take part. | gently reassured him he would
get his chance, and he did.

We have a strict protocol about reuniting kids with
their parents after the service is over, but this little boy
somehow got out of my sight. | searched all over the
c%t&rc% and finally found him standing next to a young
woman and two other little boys. The woman recog-
nized my concern and said, "he's mine." Relieved, |
put my hand gently behind the boy& head as a father
would do to his son and said to the mother, "He's
beautiful!" | really meant it. She melted in tears. Ap-
parently, she had been afraid to take him out into
public.

These are the kind of spiritual moments that make me
grateful for the spiritual principles of AA. This program
has turned my life upside down and made me the
man | should have been all along; kind, caring, and
compassionate. | am even amazed at myself that
something that spiritual could come from within me. |
certainly didn't possess this while saturating my brain
with whiskey for 20 years.
